INSTRUCT the City Administrative Officer, in coordination with Chief Legislative
Analyst, to report in 30 days on potential revenue distribution strategies that ensure
revenue generated by the TCN Program is invested back into the communities that are
most impacted by the installation of the new signage and with recommendations for
the creation of an annual expenditure plan created in consultation with affected Council
Districts.
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
