California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); b) The Fig Project EIR was presented to the
Los Angeles City Planning Commission (LACPC) as a decision-making body of the lead
agency; and c) The Fig Project EIR reflects the independentjudgement and analysis of the
City Council; and ADOPT a) The related and prepared Fig Project Environmental Findings;
b) The Statement of Overriding Considerations; and c) The MMP prepared for The Fig
Project EIR.

2. ADOPT the FINDINGS of the LACPC as the Findings of Council.

3. RESOLVE TO DENY THE APPEALS filed by Mitchell M. Tsai on behalf of SAJE
(Representative: Mitchell M. Tsai, Attorney at Law) and Jim Childs, West Adams Heritage
Association, and THEREBY SUSTAIN the decision of the LACPC in approving the
Vesting Tentative Tract Map for the merger and resubdivision of an approximately 4.4-acre
(191,047 square-foot) site into one ground lot and eight commercial condominium lots for a
new mixed-use development and to vacate a portion of the existing right-of-way along
Flower Drive, and a Haul Route for the export of 60,800 cubic-yards of soil, for the
properties located at 3900 South Figueroa Street, 3900-3972 South Figueroa Street,
3901-3969 South Flower Drive, and 450 West 39th Street, subject to Conditions of
Approval.
