The Elysian Valley Riverside Neighborhood Council calls on councilmembers de Le6n and
Cedillo to immediately resign from the Los Angeles City Council.

As widely reported by the LA Times and Knock LA, these councilmembers, along with former
councilmember Martinez, engaged in an abhorrent conversation that disparaged and
disrespected councilmember Mike Bonin and his family, other city councilmembers, the Black
and indigenous communities, the redistricting process, and Angelenos everywhere. The
remaining councilmembers should take ownership of their vile and inexcusable actions and
immediately resign. While resignation will not begin to repair the damage that has been done to
our city, it is the first step in showing true accountability and remorse. Los Angeles cannot begin
to heal while Cedillo and de Ledn remain in power.

As the smallest neighborhood in Los Angeles with its own neighborhood council, we have
particularly felt the lack of attention that comes from a city council that functions in this divisive
and self-serving manner. Even though we are small, our neighborhood council knows the
importance of being public servants. There is no place for racist remarks anywhere, and
especially in public service. We serve all people.
