BACKGROUND:
On September 23, 2014, the City Council instructed the Zoo Department to report back 
in 30 days in regard to a concessions contract and the Zoo’s staffing and funding needs 
required to release a Request for Proposals (RFP) for concessions. On December 12, 
2014 the Zoo Department submitted this report to Arts, Parks, Health, Aging and River 
Committee. At the February 1, 2016 Arts, Parks and Rivers Committee meeting this 
item was heard and the City Attorney’s Office was asked to prepare an amendment to 
the 1987 Operating Agreement between the Los Angeles Zoo and the Greater Los 
Angeles Zoo Association relating to the 1980 Concession Agreement extending the 
current concessions contract, due to expire February 11, 2016 to August 31, 2016. The 
Committee agreed this would be an appropriate amount of time to review the current 
agreement and determine future course of action.
